csinet.org, Walt and Dennis also
touched on some upcoming items
the CSI Board will be dealing with
in their October meeting. Chief
among these was the upcoming
proposal from the Membership
Classification Task Team regarding
the naming and classification

types of the membership. More
information will be available on this
following the Board meeting on
October 16th.
